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Jimmie Dyess was born on January 11, 1909 near Augusta, Georgia. He died in combat in 
the Marshall Islands on February 2, 1944. 
 
As a Boy Scout, he was a very active member of Troop 4 chartered by the First Baptist 
Church of Augusta where he achieved the rank of Eagle Scout. In 1926, he was one of five 
Boy Scouts selected to represent the Augusta area Boy Scouts in Washington DC. President 
Calvin Coolidge addressed the National Council of the Boy Scouts of America commending 
the Scouts and recognizing the great value Scouting brought to the Nation and its youth. 
Jimmie also met Mrs Coolidge during this trip. 
 
On July 13, 1928, Jimmie Dyess was vacationing with his family at a beach just north of 
Charleston on Sullivan's Island when a storm rolled in, bringing high winds and waves. He 
came upon a group of on-lookers watching one person attempting to rescue a young woman 
who had been swept out to sea.  
 
Others made several unsuccessful attempts at a rescue. Miss Muller made a "last-ditch" effort 
to save Mrs. Holley. Upon realizing the situation, Dyess immediately went into the ocean after 
the two women whom it had carried out almost 200 yards. After 30 minutes of apparent doom, 
Dyess brought the two women to shore and then aided in their resuscitation. In 1929, in 
recognition of his heroism, the Carnegie Hero Fund Commission awarded Jimmie Dyess the 
Carnegie Medal for saving these two swimmers while placing his own life in great jeopardy.  
 
In the late 1930s and early 1940ôs, Jimmie Dyess served as a Reserve Officer in the US Army 
and then the Marine Corps.  In January of 1944, Lt Col Dyess and the 4th Marine Division set 
sail for the Marshall Islands. The 4th Marine Division became the first group of Marines to go 
directly into combat from the United States. It was the first American unit to capture 
Japanese-owned territory in the Pacific securing its primary objective, the Island of Roi 
Namur, in less than three days.  
 
Lieutenant Colonel Dyess and his battalion reached the beaches of Roi-Namur on the first of 
February in 1944. After volunteering to be the senior officer in charge of all the troops actively 
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engaged in close combat with the Japanese, Lt Col Dyess moved towards the area of 
heaviest fighting. Heading inland, two companies were "immediately thrown into combat and 
were soon engaged in heavy fighting."  
 
Moving to the right frontline of the troops, Dyess learned that the fighting had trapped several 
Marines behind enemy lines. With dusk approaching, he quickly assembled and led a rescue 
party that fought through enemy lines to reach the stranded Marines. While his men assisted 
the wounded Marines back to friendly lines, Lt Col Dyess continued to provide cover fire. 
They completed the rescue just as "total darkness engulfed the battered island."  
 
Closing in on the remaining Japanese military on the second day, Lt Col Dyess maneuvered 
troops and tanks inland. While moving up and down the line, he knowingly exposed himself to 
enemy fire in an effort to direct the fire of his fellow Marines.  
 
Late in the evening on February 2, as Lt Col Dyess "rose up once again to observe the 
enemy's firing positions and to direct fire against them," a Japanese bullet struck him in the 
head killing him instantly. Jimmie Dyess left behind his 32-year-old wife and an eight-year-old 
daughter.  
 
On July 18, 1944, the White House made an official announcement that Lieutenant Colonel A. 
J. Dyess had earned the Medal of Honor.   
 
He is one of only six known Eagle Scouts who received the Medal of Honor. The others are 
Robert Edward Femoyer (WW2), Eugene B. Fluckey (WW2), Mitchell Paige (WW2), Leo K. 
Thorsness (Vietnam) and Jay Zeamer, Jr.(WW2).   
 
He is also the only American to receive both the Carnegie Medal for civilian heroism and the 
Medal of Honor for military heroism. His personal leadership example and willingness to serve 
others stands as a testament to his Scouting values, his leadership, and his willingness to 
preserve freedom. Those that he saved, those that he knew, and those that know of his story 
will always remember him for his leadership, courage, and heroism. These are all values he 
learned as a Boy Scout and a member of the US Armed Forces.  We celebrate Jimmie Dyess 
and those many other citizens like him who lead, serve, and sacrifice for our communities, our 
Nation, and our freedom.  
 
Lieutenant Colonel Dyess is buried in Westover Memorial Park Cemetery, Augusta, Georgia.

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CAMPING 

On Friday afternoon, Oct 2nd, beginning at 4:30 PM we encourage all Boy Scout 
Troops, Explorer Posts, & Venturing Crews to camp.  With the proper leadership, all 
Troops, Crews, and Posts can stay the entire weekend. Webelos II Patrols are 
encouraged to camp but their den/patrol must register for the event with a sponsoring 
Boy Scout Troop.  Sorry, Cub Scout Packs and families will NOT be allowed to camp. 
No exceptions. 
 
Camping sites will be assigned based on unit registration date - First come, first 
served, best site!!  (Early registration earns points in the unit competition!) 
 

WATER AND LATRINES 

Fort Gordon will supply water, however each unit is encouraged to bring at least one 
gallon of water per person.  Depending on your campsite location, it may be a 
significant walk to refill your water cans at the water buffalos.  All attendees will need to 
bring personal water containers (Nalgene, canteen, camelback, etc) - paper products 
will not be available. 
 
Portable toilets will be available throughout the camping and event areas.  Shower 
facilities will not be available.  A scout is clean ï prepare and plan accordingly. 
 

FIRE AND FUELS 

NO GROUND FIRES ALLOWED.  Scout leaders need their coffee, so you may use 
propane or liquid fuel stoves to heat water, but only in the camping area.  If used, only 
adults are allowed to handle liquid fuels. Whenever a stove is in use an adult must be 
in attendance. Fire extinguishers or filled fire buckets must be on hand when operating 
stoves. No food preparation or cooking is permitted ï Soldiers train on this field daily. 
We must be considerate and keep it clean.   
 

GARBAGE 

A Scout is clean.   All activities must follow Leave No Trace Guidelines. Do not bury 
food, waste, or trash! All Scouts and units MUST pack out their own trash from Fort 
Gordon. Units need to bring trash bags and good litter discipline. Neither Fort Gordon 
nor the Council will provide trash service ï units must pack out what they bring in. 
Please plan accordingly! 
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FIRST AID 

First Aid stations, staffed by qualified emergency medical response personnel, will be 
located near the east end of Barton Field and near the camping area.  The exact 
locations will be shown on the program map (TBP). Scouts can also find assistance at 
the Order of the Arrow Tepee or near the Bandstand on the East end of Barton Field. 
 
Per BSA policy, a completed Class A and C medical form is required for all event 
participants (campers, day participants, leaders, family members, and staff).  Unit 
leaders must keep and maintain the health forms with them at the event. They should 
be taken to the first aid facility if treatment is needed.  Prescribed medication should be 
kept either by the Scout or stored and dispensed by parents or unit leadership. Event 
staff will not have the capability to store or dispense any medications.

UNIT AND PATROL COMPETITIONS 
A variety of unit and patrol competitions will be held including an ñAll American Awardò  
to the units that best reflect the theme of Jimmie Dyess Days.   
 
We want to see all units demonstrating Scout spirit ï BRING YOUR TROOP FLAG TO 
ALL CEREMONIES.   The Unit flag is an integral part of Unit Competitions. 
 
EVENTS will be troop, patrol, and individual based. They will both challenge and excite 
your Scouts.  Event descriptions will be provided at a later date in the ñJDD Program 
Guideò to help your Scouts ñBe Preparedò.   
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MEALS 

For TROOPS, CREWS, SHIPS, and EXPLORER POSTS who register by AUGUST 
28th , your meals at the Fort Gordon dining facilities are included in the registration fee.  
You will receive three meals on Saturday and Sunday Breakfast. On Friday night, 
please eat dinner before arriving on site.  Wrist bands provided in registration packets 
will be required to receive meals.  To avoid long lines due to the large number of 
participants, meal times will be staggered by unit.  Specific times and location will be 
communicated in your on-site registration packets.  Please look for this information 
when it is available and plan accordingly. 
 
IMPORTANT NOTE:  TROOPS, CREWS, SHIPS, AND POSTS THAT  DO NOT 
REGISTER BY AUGUST 28TH WILL NOT BE ABLE TO CAMP AND WILL NEED TO 
PURCHASE FOOD ON SITE.   
 
CUB SCOUT and other day only participants need to bring a picnic lunch and dinner or 
bring cash.  For your convenience, food and snacks will be available for purchase 
(cash only) in the Midway area.   
 
There is no need to worry about your scouts going hungry or thirsty during their busy 
day on Saturday. Food Services on the Midway will be available on Saturday from       
9 am - 6 pm. We will have over 30 food booths set up to satisfy everyoneôs needs.  
 
Below is a sample list of items being offered along with an approximate pricing list to 
help with planning: 

 
REGISTRATION 
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To ensure proper leadership for the youth, registration will be UNIT-based rather than 
individual-based.  No individual registrations will be accepted.  The event will be held 
ñrain or shineò - NO refunds will be issued except in cases with exceptionally 
compelling reasons. In these cases, the Event Chairman, in consultation with the Scout 
Executive, is the final authority in refund decisions. 
 
Everyone who attends Jimmie Dyess Days (including leaders, parents, non-scout siblings, 

and staff)  must register for the event and will be issued an appropriately colored 
wristband. Wristbands serve multiple purposes, including accountability, security, and 
meals. Wristbands must be worn at all times!  
 
Everyone (includes leaders, family members, and staff) must turn in a completed Fort Gordon 
ñRelease of Talent, Liability and Hold Harmlessò agreement with their paid registration 
fee in order to participate in the event.  These forms should be turned in with the unit 
registration packets to the scout office.  NOTE:  Completion of these forms are part of 
our agreement with Fort Gordon.  No one will be allowed to participate in the event 
without a signed form. 
 
The Jimmie Dyess Days registration fee for Troops, Crews, Ships, and Posts who 
register by AUGUST 28th includes a commemorative patch, sack pack (youth only), all 
event activities, and 4 meals (Sat: B,L,D, & Sun: B ).  
 
For Cub Scout Packs and day visitors who register by September 18th, participants will 
receive a patch (registered scout youth only) and access to all events and activities. 
 
Depending on the date your unit registered and availability, patches may be delivered 
at District Roundtables after the event.   
 
WRappelling  Extre .& W is limited to the first 40 registered Boy Scouts, Venturers, & 

Explorers that meet the event requirements (must be a Star, Life, Eagle Scout (or 
equivalent) and age 14 or older). Register your unit early to assure a spot for your 
older scouts. (This event will be a half day program)

ARRIVAL AT FT GORDON.  All vehicles are to enter Fort Gordon via Gate 1 (from 
Jimmie Dyess Parkway).  Directions to Fort Gordon and from Gate 1 to the check in 
area are on pages 32-33.  Fort Gordon is an active military base and as such has 
important rules that we must follow.  Important information on authorized access to the 
base is included on page 15 in the Policies and Procedures section.  To avoid delays it 
is important to read and follow this information.   
 
AVOID LINES ï USE FAST PASS!!  UNIT LEADERS upon arrival at Check In, we will 
confirm your unit registration. If you completed all registration forms and payments, 
attended one of the six orientation meetings and finalized any additions to your 
registration within event timelines, you will be quickly processed thru the Fast Pass 
Check In. If you did not complete the Fast Pass registration, you will be directed to the 
check in line to finalize unit registration. Either way, you will receive a JDD info packet 
with all necessary and helpful event information.  
 
CAMPERS:  Camping will be on the West end of Barton Field (follow the ñJDDò signs). 
Once your unit leader completes check in, a member of the Order of the Arrow (OA) 
will show your unit to your assigned camping area. Remember, Barton Field is an 
active training location for the Soldiers, Sailors, Marines, and Airmen assigned to Fort 
Gordon. We must not damage it.  No vehicles will be allowed on the field. 
Scoutmasters will be held responsible for enforcing this rule. Units should plan for their 
Scouts to carry gear from the parking areas to their campsites. A member of the OA 
will assist with directions and answer any questions. Check out is from 9-11am Sunday 
only.  Event staff will provide JDD patches and unit awards at your campsites once 
your unit has passed inspection. To allow for full participation in the Scouts Own 
Service, campsite inspections will not start until 9am. More details on the check out 
process will be provided at the event. 
 
 
 
 
SATURDAY PARTICIPANTS:  Check in is located at the Gazebo in Freedom Park 
(the East end of Barton Field) near the parking areas. Look for the balloons!  One unit 
leader from each Registered Unit will go to either the Fast Pass or regular check in

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area to receive additional event material and participation patches.  Special check in 
arrangements can be made for groups not arriving together.  This should be arranged 
in advance to minimize confusion and help make your day more enjoyable.  Contact  
Laura Clegg at lacleg@comcast.net if you need assistance. 
 
Note to all:  There is an event map included with this planning guide on page 33 that 
should help you locate the check in and camping areas. 
 
Also important, Cub Scout and their siblings should bring a cloth bag or day pack with 
them to carry their water and the ñgoodiesò our exhibitors may be passing out.  
 
STAFF PARTICIPANTS: We encourage Scouts and Adult leaders to participate in 
JDD with their units; however we recognize that some will want to serve on event staff 
and we welcome you to do so.  JDD Staff positions are open to registered Scouts, 
Venturers, Explorers, and Adults who will not attend JDD with their unit. The exception 
to this rule is for members of the Order of the Arrow:  Youth Arrowmen must register as 
participants with your units; the Lodge will manage your staff participation. 
 
On Friday, Oct 2d, staff check in will be collocated with the Fast Pass Check In at 
Signal Theater. On Saturday, Oct 3d, staff check in will be colocated at the Gazebo 
with Fast Pass Check In. We will not make staff assignments until 30 days before the 
event. If you have questions or need more information, please contact either Richard 
Mitchell at richard.kanda@gmail.com or Bob Hoelscher at bobhoelscher@yahoo.com.

areas. No exceptions.  
o NO pets. Service Animals permitted. 
o BSA Youth Protection Guidelines must be followed at all times including but 

not limited to two deep leadership 
o No vehicles will be allowed in activity areas 

 

¶ Webelos 2 Scouts who desire to camp overnight must register for the event with 
a troop and have a parent (or other adult) accompany him. If a parent or 
guardian is unable to attend, the family must arrange with another adult family 
member or with the parent of another Webelos Scout (but not the Webelos Den 
Leader) to accompany the boy.  At all times, the Webelos Scout must be under 
the direct supervision of a responsible adult. For more details, you can find the 
Guide to Safe Scouting online at:

¶ At all times Cub Scouts must be under the direct supervision of their parent, 
guardian or other responsible adult. 

 

¶ When leaving their campsites Boy Scouts, Venturers, Sea Scouts, and 
Explorers must use the ñbuddy systemò. Unit leaders must enforce this policy.  

 

¶ This is a unique SCOUTING opportunity and we want our youth to get the most 
out of it.  NO electronic games, DVD, video players or other similar electronic 
devices are allowed. Please leave them home! 

 

¶ Cell Phones: Adult Leaders are welcome to bring phones; cell service is good 
throughout Barton Field. Cell phones are the preferred option for unit 
communications.  Personal two-way radios of any type are not to be used due to 
possible interference with military communications equipment.  
 

¶ Tour Permits: We expect units to have a tour permit on file with the Council 
Service Center prior to attending this event. Make sure you file yours at least 
two weeks out.

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¶ To gain entry to Fort Gordon, drivers must show the gate guard a valid driverôs 
license, proof of current insurance and current vehicle registration. All members 
of the vehicle over the age of 18 must have a government issued picture ID.  

 

¶ Each vehicle driver should have the JDD 2009 Vehicle Pass (included on page 29) 
filled out and posted in their front windshield. The driver should also have an 
itemized list of equipment they are carrying in their vehicle or trailer to show the 
gate guards. Do not bring weapons or fireworks. You will not need saws, 
hatchets, or sheath knives. BSA pocketknives, multi-tools, and mallet/hammer 
for tent/fly stakes are ok.  

 

¶ Firearms, fireworks, explosives, and illicit drugs are PROHIBITED. All vehicles 
are subject to search. Federal laws and penalties apply. 

 

¶ We are guests on Fort Gordon. This means follow all rules and regulations 
including speed limits and parking signs. The Military Police will enforce Fort 
Gordon parking and traffic policies ï they apply to all of us. Significantly, the 
Commanding General of FT Gordon prohibits drivers from operating cell phones 
while in motion unless using a hands free device (using the cell phoneôs speaker 
doesnôt count as hands free). The policy is mercilessly enforced; the fine is $75. 
Please pass the word! 

 

¶ A ñRelease of Liability and Hold Harmless/Talent Releaseò Form must be 
completed and on file with the event registrar for all participants (included on page 

25).  This includes all Scouts, Explorers, Leaders, family members, staff, 
vendors, and volunteers.   
 

¶ This is an active military installation. Scouts and leaders should not climb 
fences, wander into unit areas, or explore beyond event areas. Everyone must 
stay away from UNAUTHORIZED AREAS on Fort Gordon. Your safety is always 
our first consideration.  

 

¶ Camping will be managed members of the Bobwhite Lodge of the Order of the 
Arrow. They can be identified by their white sashes with a Red Arrow. They will 
assign camping sites upon date of unit registration and then size of each unit. 
First come, first served! Those who register early will get the best sites. There 
will be plenty of room; however, leaders are expected to lay out their unit tents 
ñdress right dressò and in close/tight proximity to each other and in neat linier 
formations.  
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¶ Do not dig on FT Gordon. Do not trench tents. Do not bring or use metal 
detectors. There may be unexploded ordinance or cable underground. Safety 
first!   

 

¶ Although a Scout is trustworthy, others may not be. Each unit should plan to 
have a responsible adult remain in your campsite at all times.

¶ Participants must wear their event wristband at all times. Wristbands allow 
participation in events and activities, provide accountability, and are a key part of 
event security.
